She is known in

fragments but never completely. Some are aware of her childÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s horrific kidnapping and

murder. Others remember her chiefly as the shy, pretty bride of the most heroic man of his time.

Many women revere her as an early feminist writer. But few know her entire story, including her

major accomplishments as an aviator in her own right, her grit and determination, her inner strength.

Always she seems willing to stand in the tall shadow of her husband, Charles Lindbergh. And it was

her marriage that fascinated and obsessed me; this marriage between two extraordinary and very

different individuals under the relentless glare of the spotlight. This operatic life they led, through

dizzying heights of accomplishment and celebrity to the devastating lows of what Anne always saw

as the price they paid for flying too close to the sun.
