Certainly not many that
share illustrations of each tag, sketch, mural the character has done. Author Whitney Gardner has

not only managed to successfully weave in these visuals but also paint a picture with her words that



allows readers to imagine what being deaf is like for Julia. The author lets readers see just how
frustrating it can be to communicate even the simplest of things, how challenging it can be to
understand someone talking quickly, how ignorant and ridiculous people can be when speaking with
someone whoAfA¢A a -A 4,¢s deaf, and how peaceful it can be to not have to hear anything at
all.But YOUAfA¢A & -A &,¢RE WELCOME, UNIVERSE is not a story about overcoming the
adversity of diversity. It is not a love story. It is a story about friendship, about learning to trust, about
forgiveness, about growing up.ltAfA¢A a -A &,¢s about a girl who loves her art more than her
schoolwork, who thinks that being alone is better than risking letting anyone in, who loves her moms

So Julia has been going around and tagging random
places and soon someone is coming by and changing her work, she feels like she’s in a graf war
and doesn’t know why. | really enjoyed this story, for once it wasn’t about love interest and dating

the enemy but making friends and figuring life out. | thought there was going to be a love interest at



one point but the author really used him as a learning to expect more from the people around you,
and especially yourself lesson. | didn’t care for that part but it made sense. | also liked how the
author was okay showing sometimes you have to burn bridges, people don’t always want what’s
best for you, even if you want it for them you have to learn to step back and move on.
