The profundity of his thought
and the simplicity of his presentation are two of the characteristics which mark him as a literary
master. This book then gathers gems from Lewis’ corpus, they are grouped topically, and indexed.
Thankfully there are also references made to the source from which any given quote was taken, so
that future reading is made easier to find. This is certainly a good reference book to have for

reflection, inspiration or instruction.
