After Gram asks what's the matter, we watch as "Llama's



lips begin to quiver./Llama starts to shake and shiver./Llama needs his Fuzzy near,/but FUZZY

LLAMA ISN'T HERE!" The following page shows all three Llamas looking at readers for help.

Quickly, it's Grandpa who finds a solution. Grandpa offers a special toy from when he was just a

little boy. In a satisfying ending, Llama realizes he's not alone and that he's in his "homeÃ¢â‚¬Â¦

away from home." With a carefully crafted rhyming text and comforting painted images that match

genuinely the emotion of a toddler's first night away from home, this book is a charming success.
