And as with all other DK Guides, they do an exceptional job of providing beautiful pictures for
illustrative purposes. The old adage of a picture is worth a thousand words rings very true in my

opinion. DK does the best job of effectively using pictures in my opinion. Then there are sections



covering where to eat, where to say and essential travel tips such as health issues, safety, currency,
transportation, etc.All in all a very useful guide which | believe provides the best basis for you to
further delve into more specific details from web site links provided, or good old Google. But reading
the guide before hitting the internet will save you a lot of time - or at least it did for me.The only
reason | didn’t rate it a full 5 star is because compared to other DK Guides, it was not quite as
complete and | think could have provided a bit more information on some of the less famous
National Parks and wildlife preserves. Although most of us think of wildlife first when thinking South
Africa (or Africa generally | suppose), there is a ton of other things to see and do, especially along
the coast from Port Elizabeth to Cape Town and parks within 100 miles of the coast. Stunningly
beautiful scenery.Oh, and finally, | would say this is a great read and opportunity to learn a ton

about this diverse and beautiful country even if you have no plans to travel there.
