The leader in Jewish music, Tara Publications proudly presents The Big Klezmer

Fake Book the largest collection of Klezmer tunes ever, culled from more than 10 Tara music

editions. It contains more than 175 selections, including Freylachs, Shers, Doinas, Serbas and

more. Also features traditional Jewish wedding songs and dances, and Yiddish and Hassidic

selections. Includes melody lines, chords, transliterations, a bibliography and a discography.
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This is definitely a simple piano fake book. The large variety of songs is the best feature of the book.

This is not a "how to play" Klezmer instruction book, and if all the pianist does is follow the chords

and the melody, there is nothing exciting about it. But the book is perfect for any instrument as a

take-off point. In the case of more experienced players, the chords help to create satisfactory

improvisations. The titles of the songs are not always those I associate with the music, but that is a

minor inconvenience and is no great surprise.

This book is easy to read. love it. I am an upright bassist and I use it with my clarinet player, who,

depending on the key sight transposes. If it is in a bad key for Bb instruments, I will sight transpose

the rhythms. That's how easy to read it is!
