The illustrations were beautiful and reminded me

of colored pencil pictures. Many of the pages are completely covered with color making the book

visually appealing. There was one picture I didn't like as it shows that suddenly the whole side of the

ark is covered in windows and the animals have their heads sticking out. This is more the modern



rendition of the ark and I didn't like seeing it in the book that followed the Bible otherwise. At the end

of the book is a "People in Bible Times" section that tells a little bit more about Noah and a "Did You

Know?" section that tells about the size of the ark.I would recommend this book for those with

young children in their lives.I received a free copy of this book from Zonderkidz' zblogsquad in

exchange for my honest review.

Since Noah's story is familiar to most children, they'll be eager to look at the animals that board the

ark. I especially liked the illustrations that showed the cross-section of the ark. Be aware that the

parent must really be involved in the explanation of this book; my biggest concern is that the first

few pages are confusing and ambiguous. Page one shows Noah's anxiety about the ark, which is

later explained when God says that he regrets making humans. Children will understandably be

concerned about this situation. Noah's Voyage is a good choice for developing readers. The longer

sentences can be decoded with help, and the repetition of age-appropriate words helps to develop

sight word recognition.
