I read Ali Soufan's book Anatomy of Terror on recommendation from a trusted friend and former

military colleague who works with him. I was a USAF airborne cryptologic linguist (Arabic)

throughout the 80's and have some familiarity with the region and subject matter, although more

than a little dated.For those of you who have the time and inclination to get a more useful

understanding of what's been happening, this book provides insight that you won't get from reading

the news on the web, or from the endless glut of political rhetoric. The scope of this book goes far

beyond the subtitle, so be prepared.I found this book educational, and an enjoyable read. It not only

provides insight into recent and current events, but also delves into the historical, cultural, and

psychological roots of this seemingly intractable problem and the personalities involved, presenting

the information in an engaging style. The book describes extremist groups big and small, with their

origins, philosophies, methods, goals, interactions, notable attacks, and points of failure. One of the

major takeaways I got from this reading is how the appalling depths of illiteracy and lack of

education play straight into the hands of violent extremists. I hope that our leaders in the west will

study this book, and take that perspective into account when crafting solutions.I got the Kindle

edition, which with a web connection allows easy lookup of unfamiliar terms. Concisely and

eloquently written, Anatomy of Terror was a worthy investment of my reading time. I'm hoping to see

an Arabic edition released. Highly recommended reading for anyone interested in history, military

operations, counter-terrorism and, dare I say it, peace on earth.It's been said many times that the

fight against terrorism isn't about religion, but a battle between good and evil. If that's true, then I

suggest that evil can be defined as militant ignorance, and that this book and others like it are part

of the cure.
