This book comments on excerpts of that diary but not in chronilogical order. Instead, the author
organized Bell’s life into sections and discussed the different details of each within the context of
that portion of her diary. Gertrude Bell was an EXTRAORINARY woman. She lived a life that many
men would be fearful of living. especially at the time of pre-World War | in the Middle Eastern desert.
Her contributions, in my mind, are controversial. Yet, knowing this history will help the reader get a
peep into how the British affected the current borders and problems in today’s Midddle East. And,
one more comment.
