Yes, his incarceration for murder is a complete misapplication of justice,

and his anger is expected and worthy, (luckly he was later able to get his verdict overturned. But he

fails in his mind that where he finally ended up was because of his own poor decisions; his failure to

obey rules and orders, and his complete unwilliness to have anyone tell him what to do. I enjoyed

the book very much, but found myself feeling very sorry for the man, and yet at the same time being

very angry at him because throughout the book fails to realize because of his poor choices and

actions, he was his own worst enemy.

Very absorbing autobiography...be advised, though, that the book ends with the author still in prison

and does not chronicle his eventual release. Definitely worth reading if your interested in the

Hurricane 's life.
