So call them goofy, call
them emotional, but donA¢A A™t call them unrealistic; a bit shallow maybe, but IA¢A A™m sure
their personalities will grow with the series.The Bad:As far as negatives go, | really donA¢A A™t
have too much to say. In fact, a lot of it would be very nit-picky. Things like character depth and
personality traits that | didnA¢A A™t particularly care for are some of the smaller issues.For me,
even though part of the plot felt way to unrealistic, it was still enjoyable.
