The strength and
conviction of the Captain of the St. Louis ship was clearly seen, as well as the evil and viciousness
of the Nazis on board the ship disguised as firemen.The sad irony is that when the occupants of the
ship were finally given what they thought was safe haven in three countries, only those in the UK
survived to a large extent the outbreak of the second world war with Hitler's concentration camps
and wholesale killing of the Jews.The callousness of the rest of the world in refusing to provide a
safe haven for a persecuted people should remain a source of shame.
